
Vermont's Teen Alcohol Safety Program 
 
 
 
 

Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) sees minor drinking & gives a Notice 
of Violation to the minor. Notice of Violation informs the minor to 
contact Diversion Program in that county within 15 days. 

LEO writes VT Civil Violation Complaint (ticket), keeps one copy, and 
sends original and copies to the Diversion Program in the county where the 
violation occurred within a week of the violation. Department staff enter 
ticket information in statewide TASP database.  

Upon receipt of ticket, Court Diversion sends minor a Notice to Report. 

Minor contacts Court 
Diversion & enrolls in TASP. 

Minor fails to contact 
Diversion OR chooses to 
have ticket issued.  

Court Diversion issues 
ticket. Diversion sends 
the original to the 
Judicial Bureau, pink 
& cardboard copies to 
the minor, and a copy 
to the LEO. 

Court Diversion voids the ticket, sends "whited 
out" copy to the Judicial Bureau, notifies the 
LEO, and records completion in TASP database. 
Sends letter to minor acknowledging successful 
completion, referencing complaint number that 
was voided. 

Minor completes 
TASP successfully. 

Minor fails TASP. 

Judicial Bureau 
dismisses complaint. 
 

Minor admits to complaint 
or contests ticket. 

Judicial Bureau 
levies $300 fine and 
informs DMV to 
suspend driver's 
license for 90 days.
